DAY 2 CAIRO Desert Sands and Secrets of the Sphinx

CLASSIC: This morning take a close-up look at one of the World's Seven
Wonders and guardian of the great pyramids, the enigmatic Sphinx, and
the Great Pyramid of Giza.
