The forested 
Siebengebirge – Seven Mountains – a 
cluster of ancient volcanic hills that 
inspired many of the Brothers Grimm’s 
legends, including ‘Snow White’, act as 
the overture for even more dramatic 
scenery upstream. 

We cruise past the famous ruined  
bridge at Remagen, which was captured 
intact by the Allies towards the end 
of the Second World War, allowing 
thousands of troops to cross into 
Germany’s heartland. Pretty waterfront 
towns and carefully tended vineyards 
come into view as we glide gently into 
our mooring to visit delightful Koblenz 
for a guided tour. 
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Founded by the Romans, this historic city 
is beautifully located at the confluence 
of the Rhine and its sister river the 
Moselle. Discover Koblenz’s maze of 
medieval buildings in the Altstadt – old 
town – which is studded with a fine 
array of traditional shops and classic 
Rhineland cafés. As you wander, historic 
buildings appear seemingly at every 
turn; see a former mint, the Four Towers 
– 17th-century houses with striking 
turrets set at a crossroads – and many 
fascinating squares and churches, 
including the 9th-century Basilica of 
Saint Kastor.  

Wherever you wander you’re never far 
from a riverbank, and it’s worth crossing 
the 14th-century stone Balduin Bridge 
across the Moselle for fine views back 
across the spires of the Altstadt. Tonight, 
enjoy a meticulously prepared dinner on 
board, and afterwards perhaps a quiet 
stroll along the riverside promenade to 
the Deutsches Eck – ‘German Corner’ – 
where the great rivers Rhine and Moselle 
meet. This evening delight in the upbeat 
sounds of Rhenish folk music with a live 
performance on traditional instruments.

DAY 3 – Rhine Gorge & Rüdesheim 
Slipping our mooring at Koblenz 
we proceed upstream on the Rhine 
and soon encounter the impressive 
Marksburg Castle, a fortress dating 
back to the 13th-century. We then weave 
through the huge looping bend – one 
of the most impressive on the river – at 
Boppard, a wonderfully picturesque 
town known as the ‘Pearl of the Rhine’. 
Journeying further, you explore the 
most famous of all the river’s reaches 
and a real highlight of the cruise, the 
dramatic Rhine Gorge: steep vineyards 
give way to almost vertical rocky 
outcrops towering more than 600 feet 
above the sweeping valley sides. Sailing 
past Saint Goar and the many ruined 
castles, there’s a real sense of the myths 
surrounding this historic river coming 
alive around you.  

After lunch we moor in Rüdesheim, a 
classic Rhine wine village with crooked 
houses sloping down from wooded 
hillsides and terraced vineyards. During 
this afternoon’s delightful walking 
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tour, witness the bustling marketplace, 
the half-timbered Klunkhardshof and 
Bromserburg Castle, which dates from 
1275. After dinner this evening, another 
sumptuous affair prepared by your chef, 
maybe sample a small Asbach – the 
famous brandy distilled in Rüdesheim 
– while watching the last of the ferries 
crossing the river in the moonlight glow.

DAY 4 – Speyer 
Still sailing upstream, the landscape 
becomes much wider and flatter, with 
gently rolling hills and vineyards that 
are home to the Liebfraumilch wines. 
Occasionally the excited chatter of 
birdlife breaks out as we pass oxbow 
lakes, long deserted by the river flow, 
which are now havens for over a 
hundred bird species.  

Today we berth in historic Speyer, 
founded by the Celts and one of 
Germany’s oldest cities, celebrated for 
its illustrious past, for an afternoon 
walking tour. The breathtaking Imperial 
Cathedral, a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site, is among the largest Romanesque 
churches in the world; it’s also one of the 
finest. Its beautiful four-roomed crypt is 
the resting place of many Holy Roman 
emperors and German kings. Another 
landmark is the magnificent neo-Gothic 
Gedächtniskirche, built at the turn of the 
20th-century to commemorate the 1529 
‘Protestation at Speyer’, a significant 
event when a group of Martin Luther’s 
followers protested against his imperial 
ban – henceforth Luther’s religious 
followers were known as ‘Protestants’. 
There’s free time to explore here before 
stepping back on board for another 
splendid dinner. (B,L,D)

DAY 5 – Strasbourg 
This morning we cruise gently upstream, 
passing through two spectacular locks, 
whose elaborate engineering never 
ceases to fascinate. Why not find a 
comfortable chair and catch up on  
some reading, play chess or watch the 
rolling kaleidoscope of scenery from  
the Sun Deck?

This is the 
grand alpine heart of Europe with 
some of the finest mountain scenery 
on earth, described by the composer 
Mendelssohn as ‘the most wonderful 
of all in this unbelievably beautiful 
country’. On viewing the legendary 
snow-capped peaks of the Eiger, Mönch 
and Jungfrau you’ll be quite simply 
awestruck. We then ascend by mountain 
railway for more extraordinary vistas, 
with the crystal-clear lakes reflecting 
the meadows and forests below.

the Russo-Turkish War of 1877 which led 
to the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, 
the restoration of Bulgaria as a state 
and the independence of Romania.

DAY 1 – Arrival in Lyon

DAY 2 – Lyon   
After our first splendid breakfast, we’ve 
a leisurely start enjoying a guided tour 
of Lyon, one of France’s most fascinating 
cities. The Rhône Valley had been the 
route of choice for marauding armies 
and peaceful traders for centuries, and 
Lyon’s current site, at the confluence of 
the Rhône and Saône Rivers, cried out 
to be fortified. The Old Town, a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site, is crammed with 
antique shops and intriguing traboules – 
narrow covered passageways enabling 
silk merchants to transport their wares 
to the river without getting wet – that 
today are a joy to amble through.

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of the world’s most revered red-wine-
producing regions. As the afternoon 
drifts into evening and we cruise past 
the town that gives them their name, the 
white wines of Mâcon hold sway – and 
what could be better than a cool, crisp 
glass in the lounge before enjoying 
this evening’s culinary delights in the 
restaurant, prepared by our outstanding 
chef. (B,L,D)

DAY 3 – Chalon & Beaune 
Rising this morning we’re berthed in 
Chalon, gateway to Burgundy and home 
of Nicéphore Niépce, the inventor of 
photography. On this morning’s tour we 
see some of the pretty yet surprisingly 
small villages that produce some of the 
world’s most sublime wines – Meursault, 
Volnay, Pommard, Gevrey-Chambertin 
and many more. Nearby is medieval 
Beaune, Burgundy’s wine capital, which 
is wonderful to wander around. At its 
centre is the Hospices de Beaune, also 
known as the Hôtel-Dieu. Originally 
built in the 15th century as a hospital 
for the disadvantaged, it’s a jewel 
of High Gothic architecture, instantly 
recognisable for its colourful glazed roof 
tiles arranged in dazzling geometric 
patterns. Of course you can’t visit 
Burgundy without sampling its amazing 
wines, so we visit the cellars of a leading 
traditional winemaker for a tour and 
tasting before returning to the ship for 
lunch. (B,L,D)

DAY 4 – Vienne & Tournon 
Overnight the ship has cruised almost 
imperceptibly downstream and we 
enjoy breakfast in Vienne before our 
guided tour. Strikingly located in a 
narrow section of the Rhône where the 
river meanders dramatically around a 
steep bluff, Vienne is a treasure trove of 
historic remains, including the stunning 
Roman Temple of Augustus and Livia, 
one of only two edifices of this type in 
the whole of the country. From the ship, 
a little train will take you to the top of 
the city, the Mont Pipet hill, where the 
view onto the Rhône will inspire keen 
photographers. As the train weaves 
through the charming, narrow streets of

the old town, soak up the history of this 
fascinating place.  

We wander back to the ship for another 
superb lunch, during which we enter 
perhaps the most picturesque section 
of the Rhône as the river squeezes and 
twists past Condrieu, Saint-Rambert-
d’Albon and Saint- Vallier, with wooded 
cliffs rising high on both sides. Later we 
moor in the pretty provincial town of 
Tournon, with its imposing castle and 
tree-lined avenues on one side of the 
river, while on the other are the steep 
vine-covered hillsides of Hermitage, 
where another of the world’s most 
revered wines is produced – a fitting 
view as we enjoy another exquisite 
dinner. (B,L,D)

DAY 5 – Ardèche Gorges 
This morning we cruise effortlessly 
downstream. In the distance you’ll catch 
glimpses of the Alps and, as we 
approach Valence, the landscape 
gradually becomes less green with more 
ochres and magentas, the houses have 
sloping terracotta roofs typical of the 
Mediterranean and the air carries heady 
aromas of pine and cypress. You can only 
be in the Midi or – as we call it – the south 
of France.

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DAY 6 – Arles & Pont du Gard  
You awake under the azure skies of 
deepest Provence and amid the warm 
stone colours of Arles, many of whose 
historic monuments are UNESCO World 
Heritage Sites. Although small in size, it 
was the key stronghold on the Roman 
road to Spain, one of the empire’s 
richest possessions. Seagoing ships 
could reach here and the city became 
a regional capital, briefly ruling over 
Gaul, Spain and Britain. Our guided tour 
will help you appreciate the finer points 
of Arles’s magnificent Roman remains, 
including the splendid amphitheatre, 
one of the best preserved in the world, 
the earlier theatre built during the reign 
of Augustus and the Alyscamps, the 
ancient necropolis with its extraordinary 
atmosphere. The disturbed but great 
genius of an artist Van Gogh lived in 
Arles for just over a year, from February 
1888. It was his most prolific period 
and, inspired by Arles and the light and 
beauty of the Provençal countryside, he 
produced around 300 works, including 
The Night Café, The Sower and, of 
course, Sunflowers. 

After lunch we visit the amazing Pont 
du Gard Roman aqueduct, one of the 
wonders of the ancient world. No 
amount of fame can diminish the first 
sight of this 2,000-year-old structure, 

which was the highest bridge built in 
the Empire –the Romans themselves 
considered it the most important 
testimony to their greatness. Its statistics 
are staggering: over 900 feet long and 
almost 160 feet high, with its stones 
each weighing up to six tons. Rejoining 
the ship, we cruise along the Rhône 
and, during dinner, pass the imposing 
15th-century castle at Tarascon standing 
guard on the river bank. This evening 
we enjoy the sumptuous Chef’s Dinner, 
with the chef serving specialities of 
the regions you’ve visited during your 
voyage of discovery. (B,L,D)

DAY 7 – Avignon  
The light catching the red roofs of 
Avignon’s majestic skyline is a sight 
to behold over breakfast, after which 
we embark on a guided tour of one of 
the most extraordinary and intriguing 
cities in France.

Or take a stroll on the iconic 
Pont d’Avignon, which, dramatically, 
ends halfway across the river, made 
famous by the melody we all recall from 
our first French lessons. It’s our final 
afternoon so you may wish to do some 
shopping, or just find a quiet café in a 
shady Provençal square to watch the 
world go by. Perhaps though, return to 
the luxurious surroundings of our ship, 
finding a quiet spot to contemplate the 
many wondrous places you’ve seen and 
experienced over a quiet cup of tea!

However, on occasion, river conditions, 
industrial actions, mechanical faults, or other factors may 
impact your cruise. 

Our River Cruise Assurance explains what we do in 
such circumstances to keep your holiday going and the 
compensation we pay if we are unable to do so. It’s all included 
in the price of your holiday, with nothing extra to pay, giving 
you another reason to book a Riviera Travel holiday with 
confidence. 

Disruption – delays to your cruise 
If progress along the river is disrupted, we will endeavour to 
keep your holiday going by doing one or more of the following: 

•  �Remaining moored another night, postponing departure to 
the next day; 

•  �Arranging excursions to the itinerary destinations or 
equivalent alternatives by coach, with no more than 2 hours 
journey each way; 

•  �Swapping ships – transferring you past the affected part of 
the river to join another ship. The maximum length of coach 
journey we will undertake to do this is 4 hours. 

If we are unable to do the above, or despite doing them your 
holiday itinerary is delayed or significantly disrupted, we will 
automatically compensate you for every complete 24 hours 
affected.

Please note we will not pay compensation if the delay is due 
to civil or military hostilities, or for any other losses incurred 
beyond the cost of your holiday.

Curtailment – having to come home early 
If the disruption is such that we are unable to continue your 
holiday, we may decide to terminate the cruise. 

In this instance we will, at our cost, transport you back to the 
UK if you originally travelled with us. If you made your own 
way to the ship embarkation point we will return you at our 
cost to the original disembarkation point, or the nearest major 
European city if you prefer. Please note if you join our outbound 
UK flight, or make your own way to the ship embarkation point, 
having first flown in from another country, we strongly advise 
that you take out travel insurance to cover your originating 
flight into the UK or Europe. 

If your holiday is cut short, we will also automatically refund 
you on a pro rata basis for each full 24-hour period of your 
holiday that has been lost. For example, if you have lost 
3 complete days on an 8-day holiday, we will refund you 3/8ths 
of your original purchase price. 

Cancellation prior to departure 
Our shipping company partners constantly monitor river 
conditions. Whilst we will try to give as much notice as 
possible, please note that forecasts tend to be short, as 
river conditions can improve quickly, and hence the shipping 
company may make a final decision close to departure. If it is 
looking likely that your cruise would be significantly disrupted 
across multiple days, we will attempt to provide an amended 
or alternative cruise of equivalent quality. If we are able to 
do so we will endeavour to contact you at least 48 hours 
before departure to ask if you want to go on the alternative. 
If no alternative cruise of equivalent quality is available, your 
holiday will be cancelled. In this instance, you will be refunded 
the full cost of your holiday.

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Documentation 
Do I require a passport? 
You will require a valid passport for your holiday. Please 
check www.gov.uk/foreign-travel-advice for country specific 
information relating to entry requirements (e.g. whether your 
passport needs to be valid beyond the return date of your 
holiday/a visa is a requirement of entry).
It’s always a good idea to just double check the dates on 
your passport. 

Will I need a visa to travel following Brexit? 
As a tourist, you will not need a visa for trips up to 90 days. You 
can stay up to 90 days in any 180-day period without a visa. 
Different rules may apply to travel to other countries including 
Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus & Romania for example, and visits 
to these countries will not count towards the 90-day total. 
However, we recommend that you visit the government 
website: https://www.gov.uk/visit-europe-1-january-2021 for 
further information if you may be affected. 

Do I require travel insurance? 
It is a condition of booking that you carry suitable travel 
insurance to ensure you are covered for eventualities, such 
as cancellations prior to travel, loss of personal possessions 
during the holiday, and personal accident. We have chosen 
Holiday Extras as our preferred insurance provider, giving you 
access to their award-winning policies to suit your individual 
requirements, with Covid-19 cover included as standard. Please 
visit our dedicated Holiday Extras webpage for a quote  
(www.holidayextras.com/riviera-travel/insurance) or contact 
08000 836 658 and quote code V4744 for exclusive discounts. 
We also advise that you have adequate insurance cover for 
any other ancillary items such as car parking or overnight 
airport hotels. Please take your insurance documents with you 
on holiday in case a claim needs to be registered. If you have a 
European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) it will still be valid from 
1st January 2021 until its expiry date. If you need to apply for 
a new card you will be issued with a Global Health Insurance 
Card (GHIC). For more information visit: https://www.nhs.

european-health-insurance-card/.
Please note that both the EHIC and the new GHIC will not cover 
travel to Norway, Switzerland, Iceland or Liechtenstein.

When can I expect to receive my travel documents?  
Your tickets and final travel documents will be sent to 
you by post approximately 10 working days before your 
departure date. 

Where can I find travel advice?  
Visit https://travelaware.campaign.gov.uk for comprehensive 
travel advice. You will find current information on passport, 
visa and entry requirements for the country or countries to 
which you intend to travel, along with advice on money, local 
laws and customs.

Air and rail travel 
Can I pre-book my seat?  
Requests to pre-book your seat are subject to the relevant 
airline’s policy. If you would like to pre-book seats, please 
contact our reservations team, who can advise if this is 
possible and of any applicable cost. If your booking includes 
rail travel, our team will be able to add seat requests to your 
booking; however, these requests cannot be guaranteed and 
are subject to availability. 

If I have a connecting flight, will my luggage be checked  
all the way through?  
Your luggage should be checked through to your final 

destination; however, we recommend that you reconfirm this 
with airline staff when checking in at the airport. 

How much time do I need to check in at the airport  
or railway station? 
Travel by air: We recommend that you arrive at the airport least 
2-3 hours before European flights. This will give you plenty of 
time to check in and go through security. Travel by Eurostar: 
We advise that you arrive at the station at least 1-2 hours 
before departure. 

What is my luggage allowance?  
Full details of your luggage allowance will be included with 
your final travel documents, which are sent approximately 10 
days prior to your travel date. On Eurostar, only 2 medium-size 
pieces of luggage are permitted per person. Please call our 
reservations team for further information. 

How long do overseas transfers take to and from 
the airport?

Can I still travel if I have reduced mobility?  
If you have any concerns regarding the suitability of our 
holidays, please contact our team. We want to ensure you 
make the right choice. 

Overseas transfers: All our tours involve some travel on 
coaches, which have not been adapted for wheelchair access. 

Air travel: We can arrange airport assistance at no extra cost,  
but you must notify us in advance more than 48 hours before 
your flight departs. 

Eurostar: Special assistance is available at no extra cost to 
help you get to and from the train. Should you need to travel 
in your own wheelchair, Eurostar trains have specially adapted 
spaces, which must be pre-booked. If you require assistance at 
St Pancras railway station, we can notify Eurostar Assist of your 
request; you will need to make your way to the Eurostar Assist 
desk at St Pancras at least 60 minutes prior to your departure.

Will there be any changes to the itinerary featured in  
the brochure or on the website?

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BOOKING CONDITIONS

These booking conditions set out the terms of your contract with 
Riviera Tours Limited trading as Riviera Travel (Riviera). Please read 
them carefully as you will be bound by them. References to “you” and 
“your” and “passenger(s)” means all persons named on the booking 
(Booking Party) (including those added at a later date) “We”, “us”, 
“our” means Riviera. For cruises, we will be the contracting carrier.

1 MAKING A BOOKING
We will confirm your holiday by issuing a confirmation invoice to the 
party leader who confirms they have authority on behalf of the party 
including minors (under the age of 18) to make the booking and accept 
these conditions on behalf of everyone in the booking party. You are 
responsible for obtaining and providing information and payments 
required by us in accordance with these conditions. A binding contract 
comes into existence after we have issued the confirmation invoice. If 
a flight is purchased through us, we will provide an ATOL certificate 
with your confirmation. Please check your documents carefully 
and contact us immediately if any information on any document 
is incorrect. We cannot accept liability if we are not notified of any 
inaccuracies in any document within 10 days of our sending it out  
(5 days for tickets). You may contact us by e-mail at info@rivieratravel.
co.uk or call us on 01283 742317.

2 PAYMENT
The relevant deposit must be paid to confirm your booking. The 
balance of the holiday cost is due 75 days* prior to the departure. If 
full payment is not made on time, we will cancel your booking and keep 
all payments paid at that date and levy cancellation charges shown in 
clause 8. If booking within 75 days* of departure full payment must be 
made at the time of booking.
A binding contract comes into existence when we issue the 
confirmation invoice. 
*75 days for Worldwide and European tours, and 101 days for all 
Cruises, River, Yachts and Ocean. 
At the time of booking, we will ask for your consent to arrange for the 
balance payment to be taken from the debit/credit card with which 
you paid your deposit, and this will be automatically taken on the 
balance due date. Should you wish to pay by an alternative method 
you will need to advise us at the time.   

3 YOUR FINANCIAL PROTECTION
We are Riviera Tours Ltd, New Manor, 328 Wetmore Road, Burton on 
Trent, Staffordshire DE14 1SP.
We hold an Air Travel Organisers license issued by the UK Civil 
Aviation Authority (ATOL number 3430). When you buy ATOL 
protected flights or a flight inclusive package from us you will receive 
an ATOL certificate. This lists what is financially protected, where 
you can get the information on what this means to you and where 
to contact if things go wrong. We or the suppliers identified on your 
ATOL certificate will provide you with the services listed on the ATOL 
certificate (or a suitable alternative). In some cases where neither 
we or the suppliers are able to do so for reasons of insolvency, an 
alternative ATOL holder may provide you with the services you have 
bought or a suitable alternative (at no extra cost). You agree to accept 
that in those circumstances the alternative ATOL holder will perform 
those obligations and you agree to pay any money outstanding to 
be paid by you under your contract to the alternative ATOL holder.  
However, you also agree that in some cases it will not be possible to 
appoint an alternative ATOL holder, in which case you will be entitled 
to claim under the ATOL scheme (or your credit card issuer) where 
applicable. If we or the suppliers identified on your ATOL certificate 
are unable to provide the services listed (or a suitable alternative, 
through an alternative ATOL holder or otherwise) for reasons of 
insolvency, the Trustees of the Air Travel Trust may make a payment 
to (or confer a benefit on) you under the ATOL scheme. You agree 
that in return for such a payment or benefit, you assign absolutely 
to those Trustees any claims which you have or may have arising 
out of or relating to the non-provision of the services, including any 
claim against us, the travel agent or your credit card issuer where 
applicable. You also agree that any such claims may be re-assigned 
to another body, if that other body has paid sums you have claimed 
under the ATOL scheme. The Civil Aviation Authority can be contacted

If our holiday does not include flights, we provide full financial 
protection for your holiday by way of a bond held by ABTA – The Travel 
Association, 30 Park Street, London SE1 9EQ, www.abta.com. You 
agree to accept that in the event of our insolvency ABTA may arrange 
for services you have bought to continue, or a suitable alternative 
to be provided at the same cost as your original booking. You also 
agree to accept that in circumstances where the travel service 
supplier provides the services you have bought, you agree to pay 
any outstanding sum under your contract with us to that alternative 
travel service provider.  However, you also agree that in some cases 
the services will not be provided, in which case you will be entitled 
to make a claim under ABTA’s Scheme of Protection (or payment card 
issuer where applicable) for a refund of the monies you have paid.

4 THE PRICE OF YOUR HOLIDAY 
Please note, advertised prices may have changed by the time you 
book your holiday and errors may occur. You must check the price 
of your chosen holiday at the time of booking. We reserve the right 
to change prices and correct errors in advertised prices at any time 
before or after your holiday is confirmed. Subject to the correction of 
errors or amendment costs once booking is confirmed we can change 
your holiday price only in certain circumstances. 

Changes in the price of the carriage of passengers resulting from 
changes to the cost of fuel or other power services, the level of taxes 
or fees imposed by third parties including tourist taxes, landing taxes, 
embarkation or disembarkation fees at ports or airports or exchange 
rates mean that the price of your travel arrangements may change 
after you have booked. However, there will be no change within 20 
days of your departure.
We will absorb and you will not be charged for any increase equivalent 
to 2% of the price of your travel arrangements which excludes 
insurance premiums and any amendment charges. You will be charged 
for the amount over and above that.  If this results in an increase 
equivalent to more than 8% of the price of the travel arrangements 
you will have the option of accepting a change to another holiday if 
we are able to offer one. Any price difference if the alternative is of 
a lower value can be used towards an optional excursion, towards a 
future Riviera holiday or refunded. Or cancelling and receiving a full 
refund of all monies paid except for any amendment charges.

5 SPECIAL REQUESTS
Special requests must be advised at the time of booking. Unless 
specifically confirmed by us in writing all special requests are subject 
to availability and may incur an additional charge at your hotel. 
Please note that any special requests will not be binding and do not 
form part of your contract. 

6 TOUR OR CRUISE ONLY BOOKINGS – YOUR RESPONSIBILITY
Sometimes we may be able to offer tour or cruise only holidays subject 

to availability, please call for details. If you choose one of these 
holidays your tour or cruise will begin at the hotel or ship stated in the 
itinerary. You must make your own travel arrangements including your 
flight or rail travel plus transfers to the first hotel or ship and onwards 
from the final hotel or ship. We will not be liable for the cost of any 
travel arrangements you put in place if the tour or cruise is cancelled 
or the starting point of your cruise or tour destination has changed. 
You must send us details of your travel arrangements at least 8 weeks 
prior to your departure.
It is your responsibility to ensure that you arrive at the stated 
embarkation point at the required time for any ship that forms 
part of your holiday. If you are late, whilst we will make reasonable 
efforts to assist you in joining the ship, this may not be possible and 
in such circumstances your holiday will be treated as cancelled and 
you will not be entitled to any price reduction, refund or any other 
compensation.

7 CHANGES BY YOU 
You can transfer your booking to another person who satisfies all the 
conditions applicable to the contract by giving us notice as soon as 
possible and no later than 7 days before departure. Such a transfer 
may incur fees, charges or other costs and we will inform you of these 
before the transfer is confirmed. You and the person to whom your 
booking is being transferred will be responsible for paying any fee, 
costs and/or charges we incur in making the transfer.
Any amendment other than name changes and transfer of your 
booking to another person are discretionary and we may not be 
able to agree to them.  Any amendments we agree after issue of the 
confirmation invoice will incur an administration fee of at least £40 per 
person plus any costs incurred by us and/or charged by our suppliers. 
Some amendments may be treated as a cancellation of the original 
booking which will require payment of the applicable cancellation fee 
which could be up to 100% charges. A change of holiday dates is a 
cancellation of the original booking and the cancellation charges in 
clause 8 apply.  Name changes are allowed 7 days or more prior to 
travel. All costs must be paid before the amendment can be affected.

8 CANCELLATION/CURTAILMENT BY YOU
You can cancel your holiday at any time by contacting our office. The 
cancellation of your holiday will be effective once we have heard 
from you. Since we incur costs in cancelling your travel arrangements 
you will have to pay cancellation charges as set out below. Where 
a percentage is shown this is a percentage of the total holiday cost. 
Please note that if you cancel, any insurance premiums you have 
paid may be non-refundable as they do not form part of the holiday 
contract.

In addition, a change or cancellation of flights and other transport 
costs can result in 100% cancellation charges irrespective of the day of 
cancellation. Part cancellation will require recalculation of the holiday 
price and we will re-invoice you accordingly. If a cancellation results in 
single occupancy of a cabin or hotel room, a single person supplement 
will be payable except when 100% cancellation charges have been 
paid by the person cancelling.
CURTAILING YOUR HOLIDAY
If you are forced to cut short your holiday and return home due to 
personal reasons, we cannot refund the cost of the unused travel 
arrangements. Depending on the circumstances your travel insurance 
may offer cover for curtailment and a claim should be made directly 
with them

9 INSURANCE
You must have valid and appropriate travel insurance for the full 
duration of your trip. You should ensure that your policy provides at 
least comparable cover to that provided by the policy of our insurance 
partner.  We may ask you to provide evidence of your travel insurance 
and if you cannot do so or do not purchase any travel insurance, we 
will not allow you to travel and will treat your holiday as cancelled 
with the applicable cancellation fee due.  You will be responsible for 
indemnifying us in full in respect of any costs we incur because of your 
failure to have adequate and appropriate insurance cover.
We would recommend that your policy should cover you fully for 
COVID-19 should you need to cancel in advance of travelling or should 
you contract this while you are away, and it is necessary for you to be 
isolated to your cabin/room and unable to participate in the holiday.

10 CHANGES OR CANCELLATIONS BY US
(1) Changes to confirmed holiday arrangements sometimes have to be 
made and we reserve the right to do so in accordance with this clause.  
Most changes will be insignificant and we have the right to make 
these. When an insignificant change is made before departure we 
will notify you in writing. No compensation is payable for insignificant 
changes. Occasionally before departure we may be constrained by 
circumstances beyond our control to make a significant alteration to 
any of the main characteristics of the travel services which form part 
of the contract. Where we have to do so, clause 10 (4) and 10 (5) will 
apply.
(2) All alternations which are not significant in accordance with 10 (1) 
will be treated as insignificant changes. Insignificant changes include 
but are not limited to, a flight time change of less than 12 hours, 
change of airline, change of departure airports between London 
airports, (Heathrow, Gatwick, Stansted, Luton & City) change of the 
type of aircraft (if advised) or the destination airport, a change of 
accommodation for the majority of your time away, being in a new 
area which is less than 15 miles away from the original, a slight change 
to the itinerary. 
(3) Our holidays require a minimum number of passengers to enable us 
to operate them and we reserve the right to cancel any holiday where 
the minimum number is not achieved by notifying you not less than 
20 days prior to departure. Failure to achieve the minimum does not 
however oblige us to cancel. 
(4) If we have to significantly alter any of the main characteristics 

of your confirmed arrangements we will provide you with all the 
following information as soon as possible (i) the proposed alteration 
and any impact this has on the price  (ii) if you do not wish to accept 
this alteration, details of a substitute package we are able to offer 
and any price reduction where this is of a lower quality or cost, or any 
price increase where this is significantly higher quality or cost (iii) your 
entitlement to cancel your booking and receive a full refund if you do 
not want to accept the alteration or any substitute package offered 
and (iv) the period within which you must inform us of your decision 
and what will happen if you do not do so.   
(5) If you choose to cancel your booking in accordance with clause 
10(4), we will refund all payments you have made to us within 14 
days of the date we receive your notification. No compensation will 
be payable or other liability accepted where a change results from 
unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances (as defined in clause 
11).
(6) Occasionally, it may be necessary to cancel confirmed holiday 
arrangements. We reserve the right to terminate your contract for any 
reason, but we will not do so after the date for payment of the balance 
of your holiday price has passed unless this is due to unavoidable and 
extraordinary circumstances. If (i) we are prevented from performing 
your contracted holiday arrangements as a result of unavoidable and 
extraordinary circumstances (see clause 11) and we notify you of this 
without undue delay or (ii) we have to cancel because the minimum 
number of bookings necessary for us to operate your holiday has not 
been achieved and we notify you of cancellation for this reason as 
referred to in clause 10(3), we will refund all monies you have paid to 
us within 14 days of the date we inform you of the cancellation but 
will have no further or other liability to you including in respect of 
compensation or any costs or expenses you incur or have incurred. We 
may be able to offer you comparable alternative arrangements which 
you may choose to book in place of those cancelled. We also have 
the right to cancel if you fail to make payment in accordance with the 
terms of your contract in which case clause 2 will apply.
(7) We will, where appropriate, pay you the compensation in the table 
below. This compensation will not be payable where a change is 
not significant, or we have to make a change or cancel as a result of 
unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances, or we have to cancel 
because the minimum number of bookings has not been achieved as 
referred to in clause 10(6).
8) In the event that unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances 
occur in the place of destination of your holiday or its immediate 
vicinity and significantly affect the performance of the contracted 
arrangements or the carriage of passengers to that destination, 
you will be entitled to cancel prior to departure without payment of 
cancellation charges. Please note your right to cancel under these 
circumstances will only apply where the Foreign, Commonwealth & 
Development Office (FCDO) has changed its advice after the date of 
booking and are advising against all but essential travel at the time 
you are planning to travel.
(9)

(10) We cannot guarantee that cruises will call at every port on the 
itinerary. Cancellation of part of the itinerary, substitution of ports 
or unavailability of some services will not amount to a significant 
alteration. View our European River Cruise Assurance on our website.

11 UNAVOIDABLE AND EXTRAORDINARY CIRCUMSTANCES
We cannot accept liability or pay any compensation where the 
performance of our obligations is prevented or affected as a result of 
unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances. This means a situation 
which is beyond our control, the consequences of which could not 
have been avoided even if all reasonable measures have been taken. 
Such situations are likely to include (whether actual or threatened) 
war, riot, civil strife, terrorist activity, industrial dispute, natural or 
nuclear disaster, adverse weather conditions, epidemics, pandemic, 
fire, closure, restriction or congestion of air space, airports and ports, 
an operating ban on the carrier due to perform your flights, UK Foreign 
Commonwealth office advice and all other events out of our control.

12 OUR LIABILITY TO YOU
(1) We are responsible for the proper performance of the travel 
services included in your contract. This means we or our suppliers of 
services must perform those travel services with reasonable care and 
skill. You must inform us without undue delay of any lack of conformity 
to the contract which you perceive during your holiday. 
(2) If any of the travel services are not performed in accordance with 
the contract you may be entitled to an appropriate price reduction 
or compensation or both. We will not be liable where any failure to 
perform or improper performance of the travel services is due to (i) 
you or another member of your party, (ii) a third party unconnected 
with the provision of the travel services in the holiday contract and 
is unforeseeable or unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances 
which means a situation beyond our control the consequence of which 
could not have been avoided even if all reasonable measures had 
been taken. 
(3) Our liability except in cases involving death, injury or illness will 
also be limited in accordance with and/or in an identical manner to:
A The Contractual terms of the companies that provide the travel 
services that make up your package.  These terms are incorporated 
into the booking and
B Any relevant international convention for example the Montreal 
Convention in respect of travel by air, the Athens Convention in respect 
of travel by sea, the Berne Convention in respect of travel by rail and 
the Paris Convention in respect of the provision of accommodation 
which limit the amount of and conditions under which compensation 
can be claimed for death, injury, delay to passengers and loss, 
damage and delay to luggage. We are to be regarded as having all 
benefit of any limitation of the extent of/or the conditions under which 
compensation is to be paid under these or any conventions.
(4) Liability for incidents on any of the international sea cruises will be 
regulated by EC Regulation 392/2009 (hereinafter referred to as “the 
regulation”) provided the carriage by sea satisfies the definition of 
the protocol of 2002 to the Athens Convention relating to the carriage 
of passengers and their luggage by sea 1974. A summary of the 
Regulation may be found at https://eur-lex.europa.eu/legal-content/
EN/ALL/?uri=celex%3A32009R0392
The regulations limit the liability of the carrier in respect of passengers 
and their luggage in the event of accidents. In the event of death or 
personal injury we would be limited to a maximum of 400,000 SDR or 
in the event of terrorism 250,000 SDR if found liable. These damages 
can be reduced for any contributory negligence of a passenger. In the 
event of loss or damage to luggage we would be limited to a maximum 
of 2,250 SDR subject to a deductible of 149 SDR per person, if found 
liable. The provision of a safe in the cabin on the ship does not affect 
whether a charge is levied or not.

(5) Where your contract includes carriage on inland waterways 
the liability of carriage to all passengers shall be determined in 
accordance with the Convention.

You are responsible for any damage or loss caused by you.  Full 
payment for any such damage or loss must be made on demand as 
soon as possible.  If in our or in the reasonable opinion of any other 
person in authority, you behave in such a way as to cause or be likely 
to cause danger upset or distress to any third party or damage to 
property we shall be entitled to terminate your holiday and/or require 
you to leave the accommodation or other service. We will have no 
further responsibility to you. No refunds will be made. You must not 
solicit other persons for commercial purposes or advertise goods or 
services without our prior written permission.

16 CONDITIONS OF SUPPLIERS
You are bound by the terms and conditions and conditions of carriage 
of our suppliers and independent contractors which we incorporate 
into these booking conditions which may limit or exclude liability to you.  

17 PASSPORTS, VISAS AND HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 
For guidance we have details on our website of general passport and 
visa requirements applicable to our holidays together with details of 
compulsory health requirements.  It is however, your responsibility to 
ensure you have and comply with passport and visa requirements 
and you are aware of all recommended vaccinations and health 
precautions.  We cannot accept any liability if you are refused entry 
onto any transport or into any country due to failure on your part to 
comply with these requirements. 
We cannot complete visa applications or passenger locator forms on 
your behalf.

In accordance with the EU Directive (EC) N0 2111/2005 we are required 
to bring your attention the existence of a “community list” which 
contains the details of air carriers who are subject to an operating ban 

within the EU. The community list is available for inspection at https://
ec.europa.eu/transport/modes/air/safety/air-ban/search_en. We are 
required to advise you of the actual carrier(s). If the actual carrier(s) 
is not known the likely carrier(s) that will operate your flights at the 
time of booking we will inform you of the identity of the actual carrier 
as soon as we become aware.  On occasions we may take bookings 
prior to the airline/rail schedules being confirmed, whilst the route will 
be shown on your confirmation and ATOL certificate the actual flight/
rail times will be advised as soon as we have the schedules confirmed.  
Any change to the operating carrier/s after your booking has been 
confirmed will be notified to you as soon as possible.  If the carrier 
becomes subject to the operating ban as above as a result of which 
we/the carrier are unable to offer a suitable alternative, the provisions 
of clause 10 changes and cancellations by us will apply.  Such a ban 
will constitute unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances.

On the rare occasion we 
may unfortunately made a genuine error in the price we quote and 
subsequently confirm to you, this may come to light at any time prior 
to your holiday.  We are not obliged to honour the original price if 
a mistake has been made, we will ask you for the additional costs, 
however, should you not wish to meet these additional costs you may 
cancel your holiday with a full refund.

21 CHILDREN
For holidays other than cruises we are unable to accommodate 
children under 9 years old at the date of departure. For cruises the 
minimum age limit is 12 years old at the date of departure. We reserve 
the right to limit the number of children on any particular cruise. Any 
minor must be accompanied by and share a cabin with an adult aged 
21 or over. If the adult is not the minors parent a “parental consent 
guardianship form” must be signed by a parent or legal guardian prior 
to sailing.

22 HEALTH AND SAFETY 
You must attend mandatory safety briefings and drills at the 
commencement of your holiday and any subsequent briefings or drills 
required during the holiday by any carrier and supplier.
You must at all times comply with the rules and regulations and the 
orders and directions of the carriers and our suppliers and warrant 
that your conduct will not impair the safety of others.
We, carriers, our suppliers and/or the relevant authorities are 
entitled to administer a public health questionnaire at any time. You 
must complete the questionnaire and supply accurate information 
regarding any symptoms of illness. We may deny boarding to any 
passenger with symptoms of illness and you may be required to 
remain in your cabin or hotel room as required by the ship’s captain 
or hotel manager. Refusal to comply with any of these procedures 
may result in your holiday being terminated. We have no liability to 
you in the event that we cancel or curtail your holiday for the reasons 
referred to in this clause.
In respect of cruises which commence in an EU member state and 
where necessary in order to meet applicable international European 
and natural safety requirements and/or where the design or 
structure of the ship or ports infrastructure and equipment including  
port terminals makes it impossible to carry out the embarkation 
disembarkation or carriage of a passenger suffering from a disability 
or reduced mobility in a safe or operationally feasible manner we and 
the carrier are entitled to refuse a booking from the person concerned. 
Passengers must be fully mobile to travel on any cruise.  We cannot 
provide individual assistance to any passenger for walking, embarking 
or disembarking or travelling on other forms of transport. In the event 
you require assistance with embarking or disembarking from the 
ship at the first or last port as a result of your reduced mobility or 
disability please advise us at the time of booking but in any event 
no later than 48 hours before the assistance is required. Some ships 
may not have elevators.  You must check at the time of booking. Some 
excursions require a good level of physical fitness and do not have 
vehicles and or there are restrictions re access. Regulation 1177/2010

The carrier acting via the Captain, reserves the right to refuse 
passage, disembark or confine to a cabin any passenger whose 
physical or mental condition or behaviour is considered in the sole 
opinion of the captain to constitute a risk to the passengers own 
wellbeing or that of any other passenger or crew member. The carrier 
and the captain reserve the right to disembark any passenger whose 
behaviour affects the comfort enjoyment safety and wellbeing of 
other passengers or of any crew.
During passage through locks or under low bridges or in the event of 
adverse weather conditions it may be necessary to close the sundeck 
to passengers. Sundeck closures are rightly enforced in the interest 
of safety.

The symptoms include but are 
not limited to high temperature or fever, a new continuous cough, 
shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, a loss or change to your 
sense of taste or smell, muscle aches, headaches and fatigue.

24 FOOD ALLERGIES 
If you have any food allergies which may cause significant health 

issues, you must report this at the time of booking or as soon as 
convenient. It is your responsibility to ensure that you actively avoid 
any food you are allergic to and make all appropriate enquiries to 
establish the ingredients of any food. The supplier is not under any 
obligation to prepare or provide special meals.

25 SMOKING 
Passengers must observe the non-smoking policy on board the ships, 
hotels and other transport provided.

27 PREGNANCY
The river cruise ships, yachts and star clipper ships do not have 
doctors or facilities to deliver babies or provide natal treatment. We 
recommend that women who are less than 12 weeks pregnant seek 
medical advice prior to travel.
For safety reasons women post their 24th week of pregnancy at any 
stage of their cruise cannot be carried on board.  Airlines also have 
restrictions.
Pregnant women are required to produce a fitness to travel 
certificate based on the proposed holiday itinerary and transport 
providers requirements. The carrier expressly reserves the right to 
refuse passage to board to any passenger who appears to be in an 
advanced state of pregnancy and the carrier shall have no liability 
whatsoever in respect of either such refusal and/or the carriage.

28 MEDICAL FACILITIES/TREATMENT ON BOARD AND ASHORE
There are no doctors on board any of the river cruise ships, yachts 
and star clipper ships in our programme. Should you require medical 
attention during your holiday then local medical services can be 
contacted for emergency treatment. The cost of such treatment is 
your sole responsibility. We are not liable for any aspect of medical 
treatment provided to you ashore or in resort.
If you have any medical condition which may require treatment during 
a cruise this must be disclosed at the time of booking in order for a risk 
assessment to be undertaken as to whether you can be safety carried. 
You may be asked to provide medical evidence for this purpose. 
Carriage is dependent on the nature and extent of the medical 
condition, the itinerary and length of cruise. 
In relation to other holidays please notify us of any medical or reduced 
mobility needs at the resort or on transport provided by us. This 
includes adapted hotel rooms and assistance at airports at the time 
of booking.
In relation to your own medical equipment there are limited storage 
facilities on board and in hotels. You must check prior to booking if 
the equipment is allowed on board aircraft ships or hotels. Scooters 
cannot be carried on board ships due to space limitations and reasons 
of safety.

29 LIMITED MOBILITY/DISABILITY/WHEELCHAIRS AND SERVICE 
ANIMALS 
During our holidays we visit many historical sites and often enjoy 
walking tours of various places of interest. Some holidays therefore 
may not be suitable for clients of impaired mobility.  Before you make 
your booking we will advise you as to whether the proposed holiday 
arrangements are generally suitable for someone with reduced 
mobility.

dogs should at the time of booking provide as much detail as possible 
of the matters set out on our website at www.rivieratravel.co.uk/
reducedmobilityinformation.   
Passengers may be required to be accompanied or may be refused 
carriage You warrant that you have considered the information to 
passengers for reduced mobility and disabilities and that you have 
made all relevant notifications to us. 
Please be aware that there are no wheelchair accessible cabins on 
any of the river cruise ships yachts and star clipper ships used on our 
cruises Disabled rooms in hotels are limited in number and so must be 
pre-booked and subject to availability.

30 ASSISTANCE WHILST AWAY
In the event you end up in difficulty (of any sort) during your holiday we 
will provide you with the appropriate assistance as soon as reasonably 
possible including by the provision of appropriate information on 
health services local authorities and consular assistance and by 
assisting you to make distance communications and to find alternative 
travel arrangements as may be applicable.  Where you are in difficulty 
as a result of your negligence we may charge you a reasonable fee 
for this assistance which will not exceed the costs we actually incur. 

31 SECURITY 
Weapons ammunition explosives substances that are hazardous 
disabling or illegal or any other article that in the sole opinion of the 
captain may be considered dangerous are strictly prohibited aboard 
the ship or carried on any form of transport or hotels.
You consent to a reasonable search being made of your person, 
property, cabin, hotel room, and to the removal and confiscation or 
destruction of any object which may in our opinion or that of any 
carrier or supplier will impair the safety of others or of property or be 
illegal or inconvenience others.

32 DATA PROTECTION 
We are a data controller for the purposes of the UK General Data 
Protection Regulation (UK GDPR) tailored by the Data Protection 
Act 2018 (data protection laws). Personal data will be collected, 
processed, stored and used securely and in accordance with our 
privacy policy and data protection laws. Please see our data 
protection privacy policy.

33 LAW AND JURISDICTION 
Save as provided by law and subject to the provisions of the 
Regulation all claims must be brought in the English Courts which shall 
have exclusive jurisdiction and shall be subject to English law.
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
