As the afternoon drifts into evening
and we cruise past the town that gives them
their name, the white wines of Macon hold
sway — and what could be better than a cool,
crisp glass in the lounge before enjoying this
evening’s culinary delights in the restaurant,
prepared by our outstanding chef.

Rising this morning we’re berthed in Chalon,
gateway to Burgundy and home of Nicéphore
Niépce, the inventor of photography.
